Greetings.  I write you as an ex-student of Waimate High School, who attended between the years 1984-1989.

After leaving WHS and Waimate, I have lead a diverse life which has taken me around the world.  I am currently living in Portugal, which is geographically on the other side of the planet from New Zealand, and still feel I have a long way to go.

I have always appreciated the education I received at WHS, which enabled me to read and write and generally function in the world, but I always felt something was missing - this feeling is what has inspired and driven my pilgrimage.

It has always been a concern of mine, man's impact on the biosphere of the planet.  It is not a very predominantly visible problem in New Zealand - although it does exist; but in Europe, where a huge population is concentrated in a small area, it is striking.

In recent years I have extensively researched this and other problems of humanity and their causes and have traced the problem to what I am convinced is its root.

The money system which exists in all developed and developing countries is fundamentally flawed and corrupt, and is the single root-cause which is driving the insatiable appetite of world economies to over exploit the earth, its resources and peoples.

Upon reflection, I was given to wonder why absolutely nothing was taught about monetary theory in the years I spent at school and I came to the conclusion that the educators didn't know and understand either.  In the mainstream, monetary theory was always obfuscated in economic gibberish and inane babble, and one has to really dig to find meaningful information on the subject.
